e Be sure to rinse all tools and sprayers very

well with warm water immediately after use.

¢ Do not let products freeze in their containers

e Typically cures within 4-6 hours. Over
saturation, lower temperatures or high humidity
can extend the drying time

e Typically lasts 12 - 24 months. Re-application
may be needed at the beginning of each spring

season, depending on environmental conditions
